Wiring Diagram
Tips for finding right wires:
1. Use a multimeter to identify the positive and negative terminals of the vehicle battery.
Note: The current battery voltage will be displayed on the multimeter regardless of whether the ignition key is in the ON or OFF position.
2. To locate the ACC wire: Connect the black probe of the multimeter to the negative terminal, and the red probe to a random wire. If the multimeter displays 0V, turn the ignition key to ON. If the supply voltage appears, you have identified the correct ACC wire.
3. [image: ]Connect the two connectors together. If the vehicle does not have a connector, connect the device wires to the corresponding vehicle wires.
